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October Jobs Report Shows Unemployment Rate Drop to 7.5 Percent;
Private-Sector Jobs Highest since August 2008

Harrisburg — Pennsylvania’s unemployment rate dropped one-tenth of a
percentage point in October and private-sector jobs were at the highest level since
August 2008, according to employment statistics released today by the
Pennsylvania Department of Labor & Industry.

These statistics are the first released since the August jobs report due to the federal
shutdown that prevented the release of the September and October jobs reports
until now. September’'s unemployment rate stood at 7.6 percent, one-tenth of a
percentage point below August.

The number of unemployed decreased in October to 485,000, the lowest level since
March 2009.

“The economic trends for the state continue to show favorable growth and
continued recovery from the Great Recession,” said Julia Hearthway, secretary of
the Department of Labor & Industry.

With a gain of 5,700 in October, private sector jobs reached a total of 5,054,400.
The most significant gain was in professional and business services, which added
7,700 jobs to reach a record high of 748,600 jobs.

"Pennsylvania has now added 142,700 private-sector jobs since the beginning of
the Corbett Administration in 2011,” said Hearthway.

Note: The above data are seasonally adjusted. Seasonally adjusted data provide
the most valid month-to-month comparison.
